One lead per power outlet — all leads must show a ‘current test tag’

Majority of powered sites are NOT allowed to have horses in that area. You can unload
and clean float out then park in the horse free area. Horse floats are to be cleaned out
before entering the horse free area for camping

Please only use the supplied power mushrooms for your power usage or the generator
supplied. DO NOT use power points found in bathrooms or surrounding sheds.

No horses are to be ridden or led in the horse free area

Parents are to advise and also supervise their children regarding the horse free areas
Please keep areas around horse floats and also horse yards clean and fidy at all times
DO NOT park between the rodeo arena and the Campdraft arena near the loading ramp
All dogs must be on a lead or tied up - Council will be called if wondering dogs are
sighted

Under no circumstances are horses to be tied to trees

10.All yards must be kept clean & CLEANED OUT WHEN LEAVING.
